

Epping Netball Club Constitution and Rules

Club based in Epping Essex

Objectives:  To play netball in the Harlow Netball League, organised by Harlow Netball Association (HNA), under the auspices of England Netball (EN).To encourage players of all abilities to improve their netballing skills and to increase their levels of fitness.

Organisation: The management of the Club is by an elected committee, which consists of a Chairperson, Treasurer, Secretary, Coach and Club Captains.

Committee: The Committee shall:

a) Generally manage the affairs of the Club in accordance with its Constitution and Rules.

b) Control all expenditure.

c) Meet at such times as considered necessary.

d) Appoint such Sub-Committee as they consider necessary.

e) Co-opt other Club members onto the Committee as they consider necessary.

f) If they deem it advisable, make, alter, or revoke rules for the internal management of the Club, provided that such rules are consistent with this Constitution.  All such rules until revoked shall be binding on all members.

g) Promote and foster the interests of the Club and its members, co-ordinate all activities to the general well-being of the Club and its members.

h) Ensure that the Club is entered into the relevant Harlow Netball League and Competitions, and any other competitions as considered appropriate.

i) Ensure that all playing and umpiring members of the Club are registered (affiliated) with HNA and EN, and that the rules of the HNA and EN are complied with.

j) Ensure that all Club members are adequately covered by the relevant insurance.

k) The Chairperson, Secretary, and Treasurer of the Club shall be ex-officio members of all Sub-Committees.
l) The Chairperson shall have the casting vote at all meetings of the Committee and the membership.

m) The Officers and Committee shall retire annually, but are eligible for re-election.

n) Organise the Annual General Meeting (AGM), or any Extraordinary (EGM) as appropriate, and provide any relevant information to the membership.

o) Ensure that any member of the club may contact  the Club Welfare Officer (Karen Wilson) at any time.
